Grammar



The majority of our lesson time is spent reading the Core Material reading book. However, a portion of the
lesson will involve completing a grammar exercise using the their grammar workbook.

Grammar lessons usually involve a discussion about the task, accompanied by some examples. Students
complete the task and help and feedback is given.

September

Week 1 — Combining Sentences with Verbs — Join two sentences with the same subject by combining the
predicates. Example: The dancer slides and leaps.

Week 2 — Subject-Verb Agreement when Combining Sentences — Verbs in combined-verb sentences must
agree with their subject. Example: Librarians read to children and tell them about new books.

Week 3 - Review

Week 4 — Punctuation in Formal Letters, Dates, Addresses, and Locations

Week 5 - Proofread

do.
