Writing workbook 

December's chapter of Write Now covers daily routine and time, so it should be a good unit for conversation 

class as well.  The Jump book, which is the other writing book focuses on like and don't like, eat and don't eat, 

and also introduces some animals and talks about what they eat.  Obviously these are fairly simple concepts 

that the kids have already learned so I will try to introduce some new words for them to use in these sentences.  

For this reason I also ask the class what they do at the weekends, so they can practice using the past tense. 

 

Phonics 

For December, we are moving onto phonics blends, which we spent a long time on last year, but it's good to 

review.  The unit has a nice range of sounds, st, sw, fr, gr, etc.  I think this will be useful to give the students 

some practice with things we haven’t done for a while. 

 

Reading  

This semester's books are fairly similar to last semester's although some of them have slightly longer sentences.  

The books are a good way to expand the classes vocabulary and I like to Q&A about the books so that the story 

class can be also be a speaking class and an opportunity for the students to think about what is happening in 

the stories and develop their comprehension skills.

Math 

MPM will remain the same, we will use the same kind of materials and do the same kind of exercises.  The final 

years MPM has more of a focus on addition and subtraction.  This month will start book 4, which covers a 

range of different subjects including addition and correspondence.  We will also do more than/less than, which 

is good practice for the class.
