Phonics 

This months in Phonics class we will be learning long and short ‘I’. We will be focusing a lot on the i_e verb 
pattern. I have been using a variety of games to help everyone review the meanings and phonic patterns from 
each sections of the book. As our workbooks also have a lot to do with knowing the meaning of the words 
besides the phonics patters, we also spend quite a bit of time le4arning and doing review of the meanings of 
our phonics spelling words.

important for them to be familiar with all the material we learn each month. Learning and remembering the 
different phonics rules, especially when it comes to vowels, can be a challenge.
