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Dear Whale Class parents,

We have settled into a rhythm. We are working a lot each week, and we have worked a little ahead in each
book.

In MPM class, we are starting to do practical skills, like counting and adding Taiwanese coins, and telling the
time. | will do a bit of extra work on these skills, as they are immediately and often useful.

This new semester will be a direct continuation of the previous semester. We are going to keep the same
pace of work, and we will put new focus on speaking skills. | will use some time each week to teach a
sentence pattern, and practice it together.

From now on, they will have homework on Monday, Wednesday, and Friday. As before, unless the
homework is handwriting practice, which they can do themselves, we will do the homework together in
class, and send a copy home for your reference.

We are doing more speaking practice in grammar class, and | am providing more examples for how to use
each word in the Wonders book.

Handwriting is hard for little children. We practice each week, and | am spending extra time with the seven
students who need help with writing the most. We do practice pages, and we also use writing in some of
our games. All the writing | do on the board uses the same font as their practice pages and homework. At
the moment, the children enjoy writing sometimes. | will make sure not to overload them and will give a lot
of praise and encouragement.

For reading, we use the McGraw Hill Wonders, and Scholastic everyday books. We read together, in teams,
and individually. A few of the students are not able to read yet, and they are getting extra help from me
when | can spare time. For extra help, | am using the book ‘Teach your Child to Read in 100 lessons’ by
Siegfried Engelmann. It is one of the best resources for teaching basic literacy, but unfortunately we have
very little time to work on it, because it needs to be done one on one.
