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Dear Parents, 
 
This last month the students all made so much progress. They enjoyed the Easter activity, and got learn a lot 
about different cultures through our country themed thematic. I think the students all had a lot of fun. They 
improved a lot in their reading and phonics. As they have now already finished 3 of the short vowels “a, i, o”, 
the students are able to read a lot of three letter words. We have also been playing a lot of fun review games 
to ensure they are remembering everything that they’ve already learned as I gradually introduce more material. 
Their math books are also coming along really well as they’ve learned the letters 1-10 and are now able to do a 
lot more complex activities in their workbooks. 
This next month we will be spending a lot of time focusing on and preparing for our drama play. Much like our 
last drama play, the students will have group lines, costumes, props, and will sing and dance to some songs as 
well. Although this time, the material will be a bit more difficult and they will also have some individual lines; 
so they may be much more shy needing to learn how to memorize and say out their lines all on their own. But I 
think they can handle it. And we will be spending a lot of time in class helping them feel prepared and 
comfortable with the play. I am sure that all of them will do their best and I am so proud of them for their 
continued improvement and growth.  
We will also be keeping up with their academics throughout the month and I may spend some time individually 
assessing them to continue ensuring there are no areas where some students may fall behind. The students 
have also being practicing to write with pencils and so far they are doing very well. This next month they will 
practice tracing letters of the alphabet and writing a bit in their book. It will take them some time to get used 
to it but it’s very important that they become familiar with holding and using the pencils in class. I will continue 
to work with them all as they practice and review the letters. I am glad they all seem to enjoy learning so much.  
 
Reading Class  
This month for reading class we will be focusing a lot on learning new vocabulary words. As the reading books 
are much more difficult than past semester, we are spending a lot of time learning the meanings of the new 
words in class and practicing the different sentence structures as well. I think the students are doing an 
excellent job absorbing this new material and I am always so proud to hear them using the phrases they’ve 
learning in class.We will also spend some time preparing for next month’s drama play.
