A topic is chosen for them such as ‘What | Want to Do When | Grow Up’, after which we have a discussion and
suggestions are made as to what they might write. After the initial draft is finished, their compositions are

marked and returned ready for the rewrite the following week.

Keynote Presentations

This semester we are trying something a little different to last semester. We are only doing three topics so the
students can spend more time researching the topics to find lots of relevant and interesting information.
