We will be 
going over all our books again for a basic review of what we have learned so far this semester. I have 
prepared a lot of flash cards, games, and activities for our class. I’m sure everyone will have a lot of fun and 
this will help everyone really become more familiar with what we have learned.  
      This month I have two main focuses. First, I want to really help everyone with reading simple words 
more fluently, and second focusing on everyone’s handwriting. As I have previously mentioned before in 
everyone’s weekly communication book, in our next semester there will be a more writing. Having 
everyone get a little ahead now will be extremely useful when we advance on. I have multiple worksheets 
prepared and we are working our way up from tracing words, to being able to copy them on their own, and 
finally being able to write simple three letter words. I’m very confident in everyone and I know with 
practise they will be able writing with ease in no time.
