Phonics

The phonics book has many fun activities for the students. It teaches the kids letter recognition
and the different sounds they make.

Week 1 - P64-65 - Practice writing sentences. Organizing words with long vowel sounds into
groups.

Week 2 - P66-67 - Make a list of “Things to do” as you sit under an apple tree. Use words in the
box to complete sentences.

Week 3 - P68-70 - Circle the correct word then write it on the line to compel the sentence. Read
an article about “Giant Trees”. Write a letter to the person who planted your favorite tree.
Week 4 - P 71, 72, 77 - Say the name of each picture and write its name on the line. Say the name
of the pictures and then color the circle to show the correct word. Hard and soft “c” e.g. hard “c”
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like “car’ and soft “c” like “city”.

Week 5 - P79-81 - Hard and soft “g” e.g. hard “g” like “games’ and soft “g” like “giant”. Hard and
soft “g” exercises.

MPM Math (Multiple Practice Module)

MPM math is great fun for the new students. It teaches the kids the basics of mathematics in fun
and interesting ways. Their new MPM boxes are full of stuff to help them learn.

Weeks 1-4 - Practice for the drama play.

Week 5 Book 4 P1-5 - Addition exercises and practice writing numbers.

Conversation

This is a chance for the students to practice speaking. It teaches them to ask and answer questions
using full sentences to show off their speaking abilities.

Week 1 P30-31 - “Belongings” Read and say the names of some belongings then try to fill in the
word puzzle. Complete sentences with words from the box.

Weeks 2 & 3 - Practice for the drama play.

Week 4 - P32-33 “He/She has..., He/She doesn’t have...” Write the correct sentence that match the
picture. Read the sentences and then color the picture according to the sentences.

Week 5 P34-35 - Time expressions e.g. “in the morning, in the afternoon, in the evening”. Then
match the sentences to pictures.

Writing

The writing workbook helps the students to practice their writing and how to write full sentences
with correct punctuation.

Week 1 P30-31 - How to write a questionnaire. Read a paragraph of information the in full sen-
tences answer the questions. Match words to pictures. Complete sentences with your own ideas.
Weeks 2 & 3 - Practice for the drama play.

Week 4 - P32-33 “Like/Likes/Do not like/Does not like” Read the sentences then circle the correct
answer. Fill in the blanks with “Like/Likes”. Change sentences to negative e.g. “Jenny likes
dolls./Jenny does not like dolls.”

Countable plurals and uncountable plurals e.g. countable “pets”, uncountable “bread”.



Week 5 P34-35 - Choose the best heading for each picture. Read sentences and circle
“True/False”. Write a list of 6 items from the box then put a check next to “Do you like them? Yes,
| do./No, | do not.”

Weeks 1 & 2 - “Riding on a Train” and Drama play song practice.

Weeks 3 - 5 - “Must be Santa” and Drama play song practice.

Thematic Activities

Thematic studies are a series of lessons that focus on a country or festival.

Thematic studies lessons are once per week and last for one month on the same subject.

The kids get to learn about other cultures, countries and events from all over the world.

Library

Once a week the class will visit the library to read a storybook. This a popular lesson with the kids

because they love to listen to the teacher read them a good story.

The class will sit and listen to the teacher, enjoying looking at the pictures in the book as the story
is read to them.
