Let’s take a look at what’s to come in December… 
 
Reading 
We read the reading books several times every day. I am very strict when it comes to reading time. 
Everyone sits down and we read together following the words with our fingers. 
 
Often the kids will have questions about the story and about words they don't understand. I posi-
tively encourage questions about the reading material and make sure they understand. 
 
After reading together, individuals are chosen to read to the whole class so their pronunciation 
can be checked and corrected if necessary. Sometimes 
during outdoor play I will give extra reading practice and attention to those who need it.

Week 2 - “Who Do I Look Like?” 
Week 3 - “Sir Mike” 
Week 4 - “So Many Me’s” 
 
Core Material 
The core material books have some fun stories that use sentences that contain useful words the 
kids should know. 
Weeks 1-4 - “Nate the Snake is Late” 
 
Phonics 



The phonics book has many fun activities for the students. It teaches the kids letter recognition 
and the different sounds they make. 
Week 1 - P82-85 - Hard and soft letter sounds c and g. Also l blends e.g. fl - flag, and r blends such 
as dr - drum. 
Week 2 - P86-88 - Write words with the same phonogram using the l, r, or s blends shown e.g. 
rock - clock. Find the correct ending sounds ft - lift. 
Week 3 - P90, 91, 93 - Write the correct phonogram. Organizing l, r, and s blends. Fill in the blanks 
with the correct high frequency word. 
Week 4 - P94, 97, 98 - Fill in the blanks with the correct high frequency word. Look at pictures then 
chose the correct blend. Read clue sentences then circle the word associated with the sentence. 
 
MPM Math (Multiple Practice Module) 
MPM math is great fun for the new students. It teaches the kids the basics of mathematics in fun 
and interesting ways. Their new MPM boxes are full of stuff to help them learn. 
Week 1 - P6-10 Shape and color matching. Number writing exercises. Organizing heights and 
lengths. Measuring heights and lengths. 
Week 2 - P11-14 Number writing exercises. Organizing heights and lengths. Measuring heights and 
lengths. Finding objects on a grid. Writing grid coordinates. Practice writing numbers. 
Week 3 - P15-18 Finding objects on a grid. Writing grid coordinates. Practice writing numbers. 
Week 4 - Book 5 P1-5 Crossing off subtraction exercises. Number writing exercises. 
 
Conversation 
This is a chance for the students to practice speaking. It teaches them to ask and answer questions 
using full sentences to show off their speaking abilities. 
Week 1 P36-37 Make affirmative and negative sentences using clock times. 
Week 2 P38-39 Solving puzzles by reading sentences and matching them to pictures. 
Week 3 P40-41 Look at the grouped words and fill in the missing letter they have in common. Fill 
in the blank sentences. Make sentences negative. 
Week 4 P42-43 Names of animals. Matching the names of animals to their picture. Read questions 
about animals circle the answer. Unscrambling sentences. 
 
Writing 
The writing workbook helps the students to practice their writing and how to write full sentences 
with correct punctuation. 
Week 1 P36-37 - Read and correct sentences using plural spellings for nouns. Read the story “My 
Friend Clara” and correct mistakes. Then write a final copy. 
Week 2 P38-39 Daily routines. Match the events with the times. Write the correct routine next to 
the picture. 
Week 3 P40-41 Change verbs to third person present simple tenses e.g. watch + es = watches. The 
different ways we tell time e.g. 6a.m. = 6 o’clock in the morning. 
Week 4 42-43  Look at pictures of Jenny’s routine and circle the correct sentence accordingly. 
Write sentences about Froggy’s routine. 
 
Song and Dance 
We have song & dance classes in the mornings to create a group bond & promote confidence. 
Song & dance is also a great way to wake the kids up in the mornings and get them ready & ener-
gized for the days lessons. 
Weeks 1-3 “Lion Sleeps Tonight” 
Weeks 4 “When We Work Together” 



 
Thematic Activities 
Thematic studies are a series of lessons that focus on a country or festival. 
Thematic studies lessons are once per week and last for one month on the same subject. 
The kids get to learn about other cultures, countries and events from all over the world. 
 
Library 
Once a week the class will visit the library to read a storybook. This a popular lesson with the kids 
because they love to listen to the teacher read them a good story.
