Conversation Class 

Conversation Class is a very important class focused mostly on speaking and listening. The students 

will learn important sentences patterns and vocabulary words. As we progress throughout the year 

the lessons will become more challenging. We will be using the “Up and Away in English” book. For 

our first month, the students will be learning some basic new vocabulary such as “cat”, “dog”, and 

“apple”. They will start to learn the particles “a” and “an” and how to use them; saying “a cat” and 

“an apple”. This class is especially important in building the student’s confidence in speaking English.
