Reading  

 

Hello Everyone. 

 

I’m writing this letter to give a small breakdown of what we’re going to be doing in our reading 

comprehension for the month of March. 

 

March 2nd through to March 5th  we will be working on the short story Sled Dogs Run in our 

Literature Anthology Book. 

 

I will be checking their understanding of the story, building vocabulary from the words in the story 

and making sure  that their pronunciation is correct. 

 

I will be helping them understand common phrases that we use in English today and how we can 

use them in everyday life. 

 

March 8th through to the 19th We will be completing the second short story titled The boy who 

cried wolf in our Reading/writing workshop books.  

 

The second time we will be reinforcing what we have learned in the first 2 weeks and building on it.  

 

March 22ndto the April 1st we will be completing the month by reading and helping the class 

understand the short story Wolf! Wolf! In our Literature Anthology books. 

 

A lot of the students have a good idea of what is happening in the books at this point in the year. 

There are some more complex ideas that they struggle with that I am helping them understand.  

 

Phonics 

As you know we do a lot of practices on the computer and Ipad. During class I will fist give 

everyone ten minutes to do that day’s assignments on their own as they love this.  Then I will go 

over the assignments again with the class on the big TV to make sure everyone understands what 



we have been learning and let everyone have a turn answering the questions. Though the 

computers assignments are related to what we are learning in out workbooks, I also take some 

time to review and do practices on the whiteboard and teach them the words and phonics from 

the workbook. After we review and learn all the words and meanings I let them do the workbook. 

Sometimes I will use the questions and words from the book to play games as everyone loves this 

and is fun. Everyone has been improving and doing well and ii hope they keep up the good work.

Grammar

March 22th– March 26th – Commas in a series: horses, dragons, and dogs 

March 29th– April 1st - Singular and plural nouns: berries, branches, foxes
