We are
able to have more complex conversations. | try to show the students respect and | ask that
they do the same for their teachers and for each other.

Core Material Reading

We read the reading book everyday. | am very strict when it comes to reading time. Every-
one sits down and we read together following the words. Often the students will have
guestions about the story and about words they don't understand. | positively encourage
guestions about the reading material and make sure they understand.

Alongside the reading material, the students have a word list each week. The words from
the list are selected from the reading material. When the students are first introduced to
the new vocabulary most of them are unsure how to pronounce the words let alone under-
stand their meanings. So as a class we go through the word list and explain what they
mean. Sometimes this can be done on the big TV via Google. | have found this to be a
fantastic tool to help the students understand more easily.

Grammar

The majority of our lesson time is spent reading the Core Material reading book. However,
a portion of the lesson will involve completing a grammar exercise using their grammar
workbook. Grammar lessons usually involve a discussion about the task, accompanied by
some examples. Students complete the task and help and feedback is given. The tasks
vary in length. Most lessons comprise of the students completing a page in their text
books. Once they have completed the task they can move on to the next page.

might write. After the initial draft is finished, their compositions are marked and returned
ready for the rewrite the following week.
